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First we’d like to say that the group got on very well at a personal level, did not stop talking and talked about so many things that it is impossible to summarise everything here. Most of the group, however, have written articles on aspects of CAS and assessment and you may like to e-mail them for details. Most of the group are also involved in CAS-related curriculum development that involves assessment with CAS and so a good deal of discussion was on very practical matters. Five members of the group were from Victoria, Australia, where the  Computer Algebra in Schools: Curriculum, Assessment & Teaching Project is ongoing. This project is being followed with interest by a number of people and there were many questions about this in the working group. We do not deal with this here but refer you to the web site for details (see  http://www.edfac.unimelb.edu.au/DSME/CAS-CAT/). The following are simply some of the areas discussed and questions raised.

· Choices need to be made, e.g. examinations may have ‘CAS free’ sections or not

· It is impossible to separate curriculum and assessment aspects

· CAS in assessment forces us to examine the goals of teaching and learning mathematics

· Teacher professional development for CAS-assessed work is critical

· Some of the issues we are addressing are problems of innovation, i.e. they may not be issues in 20 years time

· Although much of the focus on assessment is on timed exams there is a need to consider all types of assessment

· Research in CAS and assessment is raising new themes such as how to pose ‘show that’ questions and issues of brand equality

· Without a tradition for question writing examiners will have to be more explicit about why they are setting a particular question

· There is a potential big problem, in ‘unseen’ examinations, that the aspect of CAS use the person who sets the exams focuses on is quite different to the aspects of CAS use that a class teacher (and hence his/her students) focus on
